guru of the twentieth century.  An immigrant 

from Austria, he spoke with a heavy German accent.  Whatever Dr. Drucker may have lacked in 

verbal clarity, he more than compensated for with his keen insight and precision statements. 

It was my high privilege to be with him at a conference for senior pastors 

in Denver during the summer of 1990.  Drucker was so respected that the

The 

Kiosk is easy to use. Your account will be set up using 

Easy Login with email and password, no IDs required. It 

is safe and secure to use as QAlign Solutions offers 

Peace-of-Mind security meeting strict PCI-

DSS requirements. Once an account is set up 

you can access it on our website via the 

Online Giving portal.   

Online Giving, like Kiosk Giving, eliminates 

frequent check writing and helps members 

stay on track with their financial stewardship 

even when they are unable to attend Sunday 

Worship.  The Church in turn benefits from 

the consistent financial support and a reduc-

tion in the volume of check and cash contri-

butions that must be handled and manually processed.
