His books, Mere
Christianity, The Problem of Pain,A Grief Observedand The
Chronicles of Narnia are still among best sellers nearly fifty
years after his death. In the first book ofrhe Chronicles of
Narnia, "The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe", when the
Pevensie children first arrive in Narnia by walking through the
wardrobe, they discover a curse is on the land.
