month of  holidays and Holy Days.  The first Thursday in May (May 5, 
2011) is the annual National Day of  Prayer as declared by the president 
directing citizenõs to pray and fast for the benefit of the nation. 

The last Monday of  May (May 30, 2011) is Memorial Day.  For some, 
Memorial Day has come to be the unofficial kick-off  of  summer.  
Lifeguards take up their chairs and outdoor grilling season begins in 
earnest.   It is, however, first and foremost, a day of  remembrance and 

commemoration to honor those who have fallen, those who gave their lives in the service of  
our country in war.  It began to honor soldiers from the North and South who died in the 
civil conflict during the òWar Between the States,ó and now includes those who made the 
ultimate sacrifice in any conflict. 

Sandwiched in between is the second Sunday in May (May 8, 2011) to honor our Mothers.   
Motherõs Day was born out of one womanõs desire to honor her motherõs life of sacrifice 
and grace.  This woman was never a mother herself.  She was a single woman, never-married, 
and a school teacher.  She was the daughter of  a Methodist minister and his wife.  At one 
point, she was an advertising executive with a Philadelphia insurance firm.

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For 15 years, Anna M. Jarvis devoted her life to caring for her ailing mother. 

Born in 1864 in Grafton, West Virginia, Anna M. Jarvis witnessed the depressing 
aftermath of the Civil War through a childõs eyes.  Her mother, Ann Reeves 
Jarvis, had spent the war organizing women to nurse wounded soldiers from 
both the North and the South; and generally attempting to hold her òborder 
stateó community together.  After the war, Ann started òMotherõs Friendship 
Daysó to reconcile families that had been divided by the conflict.  Throughout 
her life Ann modeled the ideals of  Victorian motherhood.  She gave up her 
dreams of  college in order to tend to an older husband and four children.  She 
bore the loss of  seven other children with grace.  She taught Sunday School in 
the local Methodist Church for twenty years and stayed active in benevolence 
work. 

Annõs death in 1905 devastated her daughter.  She yearned to find some way to honor the memory 
of  that good woman.  Two years later Anna Jarvis got the idea to found a holiday remembering not 
only her mother but all mothers who she felt could never be thanked enough. 

Motherõs Day was first celebrated 103 years ago in 1908 in Grafton, West Virginia where Anna 
grew up as a child, and in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania where she worked as an adult. 

She wrote to the U.S. Patent Office and obtained a copyright for òMotherõs 
Day.ó  Then, like her mother, she tirelessly sought to honor those who had 
sacrificed of  themselves.  She pressed her idea on governors, state legislators, 
congressmen, senators, clergymen, and even the White House to get Motherõs 
Day recognized.  At last, on May 8, 1914, the U.S. Congress passed a 
proclamation and President Woodrow Wilson signed it, declaring that Motherõs 
Day would be a national observance. 

For the rest of  her life, Anna Jarvis campaigned to keep the holiday from 
becoming commercialized.  òGive your Mother something useful,ó she once told 

a friend, òa pair of slippers, or shoes, eyeglasses, an eiderdown, if she isnõt warm at night (thatõs a 
comforter for us 21st Century folks!), or fix her stairs, if they need fixing.ó  (So there you have it.  
No need to get Mom that new iPad, iPod, or iPhone 4.  Something more practical will do!) 

Upon her death in 1948 a wreath of  forty-three carnations was placed on her grave; forty-three 
because that many countries then celebrated Motherõs Day due to her efforts.  And why carnations, 
you may want to know?  Because carnations, she suggested, were to be worn on the holiday, as they 
were her own motherõs favorite flower. 

òAnd now you know the rest of the story,ó as the late Paul Harvey said.  So whatever you do make 
sure you honor your mother this month and do whatever you can to make her life more 
comfortable.  On Motherõs Day, worship will center on expressing our thanksgiving to God for the 
gift of those who have sacrificed for us.  Mothers are not perfect, but as we will learn on Motherõs 
Day 2011, they can be òGood Enough!ó
