I'm look-
ing forward to hosting a flu shot clinic here at the church since immunization and frequent hand-washing
are the best ways to be protected from influenza. The immunization will be free with your Medicare cov-
erage and there will be a nominal fee otherwise. It will be held Tuesday, September 20th, Noon—2:00
p.m. 50 shots will be available so we are targeting at-risk people over age 65.
